Primary Content Projects

SRL's Edward R. Murrow award-winning teen mental health podcast

Season 5 of the On Our Minds podcast featured teens in conversation with their
inspirations, including family members, community leaders, authors and more. 21
students contributed to eight episodes, including interviews with authors and public
figures like Bryan Stevenson (Just Mercy), Viet Thanh Nguyen (The Sympathizer), Dr. Joy
Harden Bradford (Sisterhood Heals), and Nic Stone (Dear Martin). Segments from this
season were featured nationally on NPR’s 1A, All Things Considered and Weekend
Edition. Adaptations were featured in Teen Vogue and Chalkbeat.

Pitched by teens on SRL's Student Advisory Team, this seven-episode season was co-
created with 26 students from 15 states and Puerto Rico. This season explores topics
like who can vote, how to deal with misinformation and how the electoral college works,
plus conversations with political reporters and some of the youngest candidates running
for office. Select pieces this season were collaborations with Teen Vogue’s 2024 Election
Correspondents. This season won the “best podcast” award at the 57th Annual Public
Media Awards.

On Our Minds listenership increased 132% from last school year.

Influencer U, and the Liberty Museum’s First Amendment Exhibit in Philadelphia.
SRL also hosted a virtual audio storytelling workshop for Chalkbeat student fellows
and staff, and storytelling sessions for Made By Us’s Youth 250 Bureau.

At national conferences, SRL trained journalists seeking to better include young
people in their stories and enhance their local coverage, including the National
Federation of Community Broadcasters, Education Writers Association, Public Media
Journalists Association, and National Educational Telecommunications Association.
